Spiritual Warfare
1 John 4:4 (NASB77) 

4 You are from God, little children, and have overcome them; because greater is He who is in you than he who is in the world. 

2 Corinthians 10:2-4 (NASB77) 

2 I ask that when I am present I may not be bold with the confidence with which I propose to be courageous against some, who regard us as if we walked according to the flesh. 

3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh, 

4 for the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh, but divinely powerful for the destruction of fortresses.


2 Corinthians 4:3-5 (NASB77) 


3 And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing, 

4 in whose case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving, that they might not see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. 

5 For we do not preach ourselves but Christ Jesus as Lord, and ourselves as your bond-servants for Jesus' sake.

1. Power of Prayer

Mark 11:24 (NASB77) 

24 "Therefore I say to you, all things for which you pray and ask, believe that you have received them, and they shall be granted you.

1 John 5:14-15 (NASB77) 

14 And this is the confidence which we have before Him, that, if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. 

15 And if we know that He hears us in whatever we ask, we know that we have the requests which we have asked from Him.

2. Power of Praise

Psalm 22:3 (NASB77) 

3 Yet Thou art holy, O Thou who art enthroned upon the praises of Israel.

Isaiah 6:1-5 (NASB77) 

1 In the year of King Uzziah's death, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, lofty and exalted, with the train of His robe filling the temple. 

2 Seraphim stood above Him, each having six wings; with two he covered his face, and with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. 

3 And one called out to another and said, " Holy, Holy, Holy, is the Lord of hosts, The whole earth is full of His glory." 

4 And the foundations of the thresholds trembled at the voice of him who called out, while the temple was filling with smoke. 

5 Then I said, " Woe is me, for I am ruined! Because I am a man of unclean lips, And I live among a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts."

Acts 16:23-26 (NASB77) 

23 And when they had inflicted many blows upon them, they threw them into prison, commanding the jailer to guard them securely; 

24 and he, having received such a command, threw them into the inner prison, and fastened their feet in the stocks. 

25 But about midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns of praise to God, and the prisoners were listening to them; 

26 and suddenly there came a great earthquake, so that the foundations of the prison house were shaken; and immediately all the doors were opened, and everyone's chains were unfastened.

3. Power of God's Word

Matthew 4:1-10 (NASB77) 

1 Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil. 

2 And after He had fasted forty days and forty nights, He then became hungry. 

3 And the tempter came and said to Him, "If You are the Son of God, command that these stones become bread." 

4 But He answered and said, "It is written, ' Man shall not live on bread alone, but on every word that proceeds out of the mouth of God.'" 

5 Then the devil took Him into the holy city; and he had Him stand on the pinnacle of the temple, 

6 and said to Him, "If You are the Son of God throw Yourself down; for it is written, ' He will give His angels charge concerning You'; and 'On their hands they will bear You up, Lest You strike Your foot against a stone.'" 

7 Jesus said to him, " On the other hand, it is written, ' You shall not put the Lord your God to the test.'" 

8 Again, the devil took Him to a very high mountain, and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world, and their glory; 

9 and he said to Him, " All these things will I give You, if You fall down and worship me." 

10 Then Jesus said to him, "Begone, Satan! For it is written, ' You shall worship the Lord your God, and serve Him only.'"

1 Corinthians 10:13 (NASB77) 

13 No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man; and God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will provide the way of escape also, that you may be able to endure it.
Colossians 3:16 (NASB77)
